Construction of a building is usually executed by a specialized construction team;
it is normally separate from the design team, although some large organizations may com-
bine both functions. The construction team is headed by a coordinating organization, often
called a general contractor, which takes the primary responsibility for executing the build-
ing and signs a contract to do so with the building user. The cost of the contract is usually
an agreed lump sum, although cost-plus-fee contracts are sometimes used on large pro-
jects for which construction begins before the contract documents are complete and the
building scope is not fully defined. The general contractor may do some of the actual
work on the building in addition to its coordinating role; the remainder of the work is done
by a group of specialty subcontractors who are under contract to the general contractor.
Each subcontractor provides and installs one or more of the building systems—e.g., the
structural or electrical system. The subcontractors in turn buy the system components
from the manufacturers. During the construction process the design team continues to
act as

the owner’s representative, making sure that the executed building conforms to the
contract documents and that the systems and components meet the specified standards of
quality and performance.

The process by which building science, site data, and the building space program
are used by the design team is the art of building design. It is a complex process involving
the selection of standard building systems, and their adaptation and integration, to produce
a building that meets the client’s needs within the limitations of government regulations
and market standards. These systems have become divided into a number of clear sectors
by the building type for which they are intended. The design process involves the selec-
tion of systems for foundations, structure, atmosphere, enclosure, space division, electrical
distribution, water supply and drainage, and other building functions. These systems are
made from a limited range of manufactured components but permit a wide range of varia-

tion in the final product. Once the systems and components have been selected, the design
team prepares a set of contract documents, consisting of a written text and conventional-
ized drawings, to describe completely the desired building configuration in terms of the
specified building systems and their expected performance. When the contract documents
have been completed, the final costs of the building can usually be accurately estimated
and the construction process can begin.

TESTING OF MATERIALS.
a. Non-Destructive Tests.
Tests carried out on materials may be divided into two classes: destructive and non-
destructive.
In the former case the specimen during its test is destroyed, and consequently is of no further
use, beyond having served its purpose of indicating certain characteristics of metal from
which it was made.
With regard to non-destructive tests these can be performed on any finished article, prior to its
intended use-for during such a test the article (or specimen) is not destroyed.
In this category comes the X-ray test, which is taking an X-ray photograph of the specimen.
This test serves a useful purpose for detecting internal flaws, blow-holes, or cracks, in castings
and welded work.
Normally a cracked casting can readily be detected if gently struck by a hammer and noting
the dull tone of the sound emitted, as compared with the clear tone given by a perfect casting.
Other non-destructive tests are also used.
b. Destructive Tests
Of the destructive or damageable tests, two of the most commonly used are: the tensile, and
hardness types. The former consists of exerting a tensile (pulling) force on the specimen and
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carefully recording its characteristics until it breaks. The final, or breaking load is known as its
ultimate stress, and is denoted in tons per square inch of the material.

The hardness test consists of pressing into the surface of the specimen a very bard steel ball-
usually of 10 mm in diameter. The pressure is applied evenly, and the extent of indentation
resulting in the specimen is carefully measured across its diameter and depth.

Certain values (or numerals) have been adopted and tabulated for the relative degrees of
hardness of various materials, from which comparisons can be made with specimens tested.

ADMIXTURES FOR CONCRETE

Admixtures are materials which are added to a concrete mix in order to change the proper-
ties of the concrete in some required way. These materials may be used for any of the fol-
lowing reasons:

1.to accelerate the initial set of concrete

2.to retard the initial set

3.to increase the resistance to freezing and thawing

4.to improve the workability of the mix

5.to improve the hardness of the concrete surface

6. to increase the bond of concrete to the steel reinforcement

7. to produce cellular concrete.

Most admixtures are delivered in the form of powders or fluids and should be added just
before or during mixing in order to change the fundamental properties of the concrete. It
should be noted that the improvement of one characteristic of concrete by an admixture
will often result in an adverse effect on other characteristics. Therefore an admixture
should only be added if the required improvement cannot be achieved by changing the
basic mixture and if it does not substantially affect other characteristics of the concrete.
The right admixture for the job must be used if the admixture is to do more good than
harm.

Air-entraining agents are perhaps the most widely used admixtures. Air- entrainment
makes the concrete mix more workable and improves the resistance of concrete damage
from freezing and thawing. It greatly reduces the weight of the material and allows a sub-
stantial reduction in the water requirement and consequently in the cement content. It
helps with the temperature problem by reducing the amount of heat which is generated
during the setting of the cement. Air-entrainment is generally considered the greatest ad-
vance in concrete production in recent years.

The beams are encased In concrete not less than 4 in. thick as a means of protection, and
the lower tier rests upon a bed of concrete to distribute the column load to the foundation
bed. Since the grillage beams must be completely encased in concrete, the bearing areas of
the grillage foundation and a reinforced concrete footing are practically the same. There-
fore, it is usually expedient to use the reinforced concrete footing. In this case the concrete
resists bending, shearing, and bond stresses instead of merely being a protecting material
for the steel grillage beams.

On History of the University of London.

In the early 19th century Oxford and Cambridge were the only two universities in England.
The cost of education at these universities was so high that only the sons of the wealthier classes
could afford to attend. But more restrictive still were the religious tests: only Church of England
members could attend. It was to overcome these limitations that in 1827, in Gover Street, Lon-
don, a non-denominational college — “University College” — was founded. Its first years were
years of struggle for survival against hostile forces of the Church and State. The “godless” col-
lege was opposed by Archbishop of Canterbury, Sir Robert Peel and the Prime Minister, the
Duke of Wellington, who opened a rival institution — King’s College.

In 1836 these two institutions, University College and King’s College, joined forces through a
typically English compromise. Each retained the control of its own internal organization, faculty
and teaching; a separate body, the University of London, was created to “conduct the examina-
tion of and confer degrees upon their students”. Thus was born the University of London.

The long reign of Victoria saw many changes in the University. Medical schools of the vari-
ous teaching hospitals, Bedford College for women, Imperial College of Science and Technolo-
gy, and many others. The famed London School of Economics was a new-comer in 1895.

Up until 1900 the University was only an examining body, but in that year an Act of Parlia-
ment allowed the first actual teaching on any level. Today the University has much the same
form of organization adapted to accommodate its increased size and complexity. It is governed
by a Vice-Chancellor, a Court, and a Senate. The Senate composed of representatives of the con-
stituent colleges and school nominees of the crown, the London Country Council, certain profes-
sional bodies and graduates, is the supreme academic authority. The Court, also broadly repre-
sentative body, allocates to the colleges money derived from the national government and the
London Country Council. In brief, the University of London is a federation of college, each
largely independent, and the whole independent of the British Parliament in academic matters.

In many ways the University has departed from the traditions of Oxford and Cambridge.
London University was the first to abolish religious tests, to grant degrees without residence. Re-
cently the Senate abolished — not without a stir — the requirement of being English for entrance.
The cap and gown are missing here, but the tradition of schooling is strong.
